Below is a list of behaviors that detract from a respectful environment and are not allowed on MRC property:
1.  Swearing, use of sexually explicit language or obscene gestures.
2.  Possession or consumption of alcohol without a permit or the

3. Excessive noise, including loud music, outside after 10pm.
4. Physical or verbal threats or harassing any person in any way.

5.  Bringing pets (other than companion trained dogs)
6. Bonfires, fireworks or tents
7. Any unlawful acts, including but not limited to:


* Smoking indoors or under the pavilion

* Defacing, damaging or destroying property.


* Loitering or drinking alcohol in the parking lot

* Fighting or disorderly conduct

* Littering


* Urinating in public
8. Posting or distributing flyers or notices without prior approval.
9. Using the MRC facilities for other than their intended purposes.
Violations will be noted and could result in termination of privileges by the MRC.
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
